Valves for Industrial Applications

 Introduction 
Many different types of valves are used for industrial applications today.  New and innovative products are being introduced 
to reduce maintenance costs and to simplify plant operations.  As new technologies continue to evolve, choosing the valve 
that offers the best cost of ownership can be confusing.  Consideration like safety, valve style, valve standards, media, flow, 
pressure, seat design, shutoff, control, and maintenance to name a few, all must be part of the valve selection equation.  If any 
of these considerations are minimized, process efficiency and quality will suffer as well as critical equipment can be subject 
to unexpected downtime. 
 
This course takes attendees to the next level in their knowledge of and ability to work with a wide variety of industrial 
valves. Some of the valve types covered includes quarter-turn valves, ball valves and butterfly valves. Attendees learn about 
the types, designs and functions of the valves. They learn to identify and solve common valve problems.  This program re-
quires a basic level of knowledge of pipe, valves and fittings.  

 

Air Valves 
 
 Introduction 
One of the most misunderstood aspects of the Water & Wastewater industry is the presence of air in a pipeline and its impact 
on operations.  Many operational problems, especially at the time of initial start-up including broken pumps, valves and pipe, 
as well as faulty instrumentation readings, are blamed on inadequate thrust blocking, improper pipeline bedding, etc.  In real-
ity, many of these problems are not caused by improper installation of the line, but by failure to de-aerate the line.  Air in a 
pressurized, operating pipeline comes from three primary sources: First, prior to start up, the line is not empty - it is full of air.  
Source number two is the water itself.  Water contains approximately 2% air by volume.  The third source of air is that which 
enters through mechanical equipment.  Properly de-aerating your pipeline will safeguard it from air related problems and in-
sure proper pipeline operation.  This course is to help develop an understanding of the different air valve types so that the de-
signer and end user can choose a valve that will automatically release and admit air without operator assistance. 
 
This course takes attendees to the next level in their knowledge of and ability to work with a wide variety of air valves. Some 
of the valve types covered include air release valves, air/vacuum valves and combination air valves.  Attendees learn about 
the types, designs and functions of the valves. They learn to identify and solve common air problems.  This program requires 
a basic level of knowledge of pipe, valves and fittings.

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US heating and ventilation equipment manufacturers agree new standards 

 

  

Leading US heating and ventilation equipment manufacturers have joined forces with energy efficiency organisations to 
agree on new performance standards. 

Under the agreement, energy efficiency standards for air conditioners, furnaces and heat pumps will be set according to 
the region of the US in which they are being used. For the first time, national standards will be replaced by regional – 
North, South and Southwest – standards that reflect the climatic conditions in those areas. 

States will also be able to set higher energy efficiency standards for heating and cooling in new homes under the new ar-
rangement. 

The new standards will increase the minimum efficiency of air conditioners by around 8% and furnaces by 13%. 

The improvement in efficiency could save US consumers as much as $13 billion and 3.7 quadrillion Btu of energy – 
enough to power 18 million homes – between 2013, when they come into force, and 2030. 

The savings will drive greenhouse gas emission reductions of 23 million metric tons of CO2 in 2030 – equivalent to taking 4 
million cars off the road. 

The signatories, including the Air-Conditioning, Heating, and Refrigeration Institute (AHRI), the American Council for an 
Energy-Efficient Economy (ACEEE), the Alliance to Save Energy, the Natural Resources Defense Council (NRDC) and the 
California Energy Commission (CEC), also plan to submit their agreement to Congress for inclusion in the energy legisla-
tion currently under discussion. 

“We believe this proposal represents a large leap forward in improving our nation’s energy efficiency,” says Steven Nadel, 
executive director of ACEEE. “Regional standards are a major step for cost-effective savings, and will help manufacturers 
meet the very different needs of homes in cold, hot-humid, and hot-dry climates.”
